farst og fremmest at tegne. Kunstnerme: Rachel Goodyear (UK), Joan Linder (US), Julie Nord (DK) og Morten Sgkilde (DK) arbejder

udelukkende eller primeert med blyant eller bleek pa papir.

To Draw = to formulate or state a distinction, comparison, or parallel between two or more different things.*

RACHEL GOODYEAR bruger ofte fordoblingen i sine enkle figurative tegninger. To karakterer, der fremstar forbundet og forrykket i en
plaget relation, som placeret i et spil udenfor geengse sociale regler. Den udfordrende hablgshed, som er afbalanceret fortalt gennem
accept og tomhed, opstar i spaendet mellem vaerkets ganske fa elementer. Naesten alt er tegnet i fin blyantsstreg pa meget hvidt papir,

og de enkelte steenk af akvarel accentuerer figurernes fremtraeden; deres forskelle, ligheder - og det tvetydige samspil.

JOAN LINDERSs konceptuelle tegninger er undersggende og selvreflekterende. Et udvalg fra serien Resume (2008) er Linders
handskrevne afskrifter af sine forbilleders curriculum vitee. Feelles for disse kvinder er deres markante karriereforlgh pa det 20/21.
arhundredes kunstscene og deres tilvalg af familie. En udfordrende kombination for den dengang nye mor Joan Linder. Saledes
portreetteres kunstverdenens grand old lady Louise Bourgeois og Lee Bontecou gennem opremsninger - sort pa hvidt - af fadselsar,
udstillinger, deltagelse i biennaler og af fraveer fra arbejdet. Alt imens er den yngre kunstner, Joan Linder, tilstede gennem sin itale-

seettelse af forbilledet, sin handskrift og de bleekklatter, som den talmodige afsggnings- og afskrivningsproces ngdvendigvis medfarer.

To Draw = to approach through time, or move toward a particular point or stage in something, especially its end.*

JULIE NORDs karakteristiske sorte flader indgar som vigtigt kompositorisk element, mens fortegnede ‘menneskepiger’ og alarmerede
dyrefigurer er stemningsseettende i de narrative tegninger. Ti mindre veerker, en ny serie i sort/hvid, udger hver isger en selvstaendig,
surreel forteelling pa greensen til delirium. Genkendelige motiver udspringer af astetikken i sldre bgmebogsillustrationer, men klichéerne
brydes prompte af de modsatrettede Rorschach-lignende bleekklatter og tvangspraegede menstre. Genrer overskrides ogsa i
udstillingens fa farvelagte vaerker, men primaert berarer Julie Nord en tidslighed, som er skaebnesvanger og cyklisk og opridser et

mentalt rum, hvor erindring er neervaerende og dgden et udtalt grundvilkar.

MORTEN S@KILDE udstiller et enkelt vaerk, der bestar af tre portreetter - blyant pa papir. | halv profil, som var de spejlet, er Sgkildes
mor og far gengivet. Centralplaceret, forkortet og skitseret en face, er Morten selv. | vaerket er familiens livslange og personlige relationer
momentant fastfrosset og kommunikeret videre af kunstneren gennem beskuerens tilstedevaerelse i galleriet og spejlbilledets logik — en
logik, der ngdvendigvis medfarer, at vi konfronteres med Morten Sgkilde og hans blik. Dette (selv)portreets tillidsfulde leg med

blikretninger ophaever tegningens flade og galleriets rum — ret raffineret, slares greensen mellem tilgaengeligt og utilgeengeligt.
